2. Multimedia means different things to different people. How do you define multimedia?

4. Literacy is a frequently used term in education and generally refers to language (reading
and writing). Explain literacy in conjunction with multimedia. Does a need exist for develop-
ing multimedia literacy?

5. Multimedia can include a variety of hardware components. How are multimedia hardware
components changing? Which do you consider the most beneficial for education? Why?
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6. Multimedia can be used in a variety of applications. How would you differentiate multi-
media applications as used by teachers for presenting lessons as opposed to use by students
in learning?
